Background Jonathan founded his prac-
tice in 2001, having worked for David
Chipperfield Architects and Fletcher
Priest Architects. There is a team of 15
designers and architects at the W10 studio,
with an emphasis on ‘bringing new life to
old buildings and remodelling existing
buildings for new uses’.

Projects Exciting ongoing projects
include the refurbishment of the iconic
shop Egg in Knightsbridge and the inte-
rior architectural design for apartments
at the King’s Cross Gasholder Triplet
project. Other commissions include the
remodelling of a barn in Hammersmith
and the interior of a Grade II-listed
building in Westminster.
